Hillside homes offer
Credit River views

New release of
townhouses well
received

Front porches,
siding reflects Old
Ontario Style
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Following the sale of most of the

single homes in the upscale
community of Cachet Hills in
Georgetown, a new release of

townhouses is on the market.

Cachet Hills is distinguished
primarily by its elevation, says Desi
Auciello, president of Cachet Estate
Homes (this year’'s Greater Toronto
Home Builders’ Association Builder of
the Year). The elevation “rises to a
crest at the top of a hill, from which
you have expansive views of Halton
Region” including the Credit River. As
a result of that typography, the
homes  will have interesting
characters, because they’ll be formed
out of the side of the hill, he adds.

“You have different
characterization and grading from
one (house) to the other,” he says.

Homes could have two levels at the
back and three at the front, for
example — or the reverse. When
completed, Cachet Hills — which
straddles Georgetown and the
neighbouring historic hamlet of Glen
Willams — will include 110 to 115
homes on 10 hectares. A handful of
single, detached homes remain
(more than 90 per cent have been
sold since their release in Marc), and
the townhomes, released in June are
25 per cent sold, he says.

Townhomes “have been extremely
well received by empty nesters,
couples and professionals and single
women,” he says.

“Its appealing to an upper-level
executive townhome buyer. Even
though it's in a quaint hamlet, they
have the amenities you would expect
to find in a more urban setting.”

There are seven townhouse
models and 12 single models, though
only a half-dozen 40-foot lots remain.
The 40 freehold townhomes are on
20-foot lots and share a

condominium road; thy range from
1,642 to 2,253 square feet, and a re
priced from $259,990 to $300,000.

for the single homes.

The Old Ontario style, which
employs vertical board-and-batten
siding, balconies and front porches,

Only a few single detached models remain available at Cachet Hills.

The remaining single homes are on
40-foot lots, and run from 2,350
square feet to 3,165 square feet, and
from the mid-$300,000s to $425,000.
The townhome designs feature three-
bedroom plans, and are in blocks of
five to seven homes, with single-car
garages and separate driveways. The
maintenance charge for shared
roadway is estimated at $90 a month.
The detached homes feature four-
bedroom designs, and half-walls,
nine-foot ceilings on the main level,
hardwood floors throughout most of
the main level, decorative columns,
double-door entries, breakfast bars,
family-room gas fireplaces with
marble surrounds, coffered ceilings in
the dining areas and luxurious
master-bedroom ensuites.

Exterior features include covered
porches, brick or board-and-batten
siding, and attached double garages

has “been very popular.” Auciello
says.

Cachet Hills is in Georgetown,
close to shopping and restaurants,
the GO station, and the town
centre of Glen Williams.

“It's a very popular place to live,”
says Auciello. “It's close enough to
Mississauga and Brampton to feel
like a part f the GTA, but it's a
world away in terms of lifestyle; it's
much quieter.”

On the property itself, “there’s a
wonderful community park and a
hiking trail system abutting the rear
of the site,” from which one can
hook up to the Bruce Trail system.
A large water-retention pond is at
the entrance of the property, which
will be fully landscaped.

“From the top of the hill, you're
looking down into environmentally
protected green space, and below



that you can see the Glen Wiliams’
treescape,” says Auciello.

Servicing is underway, and
construction is expected to begin this
fall for the detached homes, and
spring 2006 for the townhomes, with

first occupancies planned for early
spring for the singles, and late
summer for the townhomes.

The sales center is located at
Mountainview Road and the west side
of Meadow Glen Blvd., about three

kilometers north of Highway 7.
Hours are Monday to Thursday 1
to 8 p.m., weekends and holidays
from 11 a.m. to 6 p.m.
